IN THE VILLAGE AT WARE, we celebrate “The
Eden Alternative.” Developed by Harvard Medical
School graduate Dr. William Thomas, The Eden
Alternative is the process of transforming a typical
institutional nursing home setting into a vibrant
human habitat. Companion animals, indoor
plants, gardens and the laughter of children are
introduced into the environment. The habitat is a
diverse and harmonious environment that directly
meets residents’ needs for companionship, spon-
taneity and the opportunity to give care. The Eden
philosophy is the driving force behind everything
we do at The Village.

Volunteers
AN ACTIVE STAFF of volunteers provides more
than 2,000 hours of services annually to the Park
Central Community. In the Village, volunteers
help with numerous activities including outings,
parties, manicures, spa day, reading and exercise.
As part of the Edenizing process, volunteers have
been instrumental in creating a “human habitat”
for  our residents, from helping pot plants, to car-
ing for the dogs, cats, and birds.
